By this means, all
will follow the lead vehicle and a message can also be
sent in both directions along the convoy. At other times it
is the responsibility of any preceding vehicle to keep the
vehicle following in sight.

No vehicle in convoy will pass another vehicle in convoy
without the Trip
ceptional circumstances, whilst the convoy is moving.
When travelling in convoy on main roads, the distance
between any vehicle should not be less than six (6) vehi-
cle lengths, to assist overtaking traffic.

Avoid driving too close to the vehicle in front on bush
tracks, where ratio changing and braking could be a prob-
lem.
