We all meet at horse land at just b efore 8
am ready for the days adventure, five

and the Searle's were tail end Charlie .
We departed not long after 8am , itwas a
short journey south down the h ighway to
Ilbilbie w here we turned east, it was an

The first sign of sli  ppery mud the mighty

neg otiated around. A short  later we were
on the move again but not for long as
the track made a turn straight through

the swamp . Bruce proceeded wit hout
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hesit ation and as we had all stopped to
watch . We wanted to see how far he
would get through the long deep swamp
crossing . About half way through he
stopped with water well up the doors, the
diffs bellied out  as the wheel ruts fell

There still was

some deep murky waterto cross before
we could veer off onto the new track

around Bruce's bog hole.

It was decided we would see how the

Hilux tac kled the new track as it was next
in line . Off | went windows up through
track;

the deep w ater and onto the new
mud was flin ging off the tyresas |

negotiated my way through the tea trees .
I was chuffed the hilux was through ,
Allan and Family so on followed tarped up
he went for it, not a problem! Now only
the Ba iley's and the Searle's, both Land
Cruisers made it through without a hitch,
finally the co nvoy was on the move once
more. There were a few more water

holes on the track to cross but none of
them gave us grief, a few small trees to
clear and with the  afte rnoon now wearing
on we pr oceed to a fork in the road where
we turned to the left and a short time

later found ou rselves back on the beach.
